SPECIALIST SUPPORT TEACHER; OPTIONS AVAILABLE:

1. Consultation and advice regarding SEND systems and policies

2. Diagnostic assessments of identified pupils, reporting outcomes with clear recommendations. 

3. Working in partnership with the Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator to ensure the smooth running of SEND/Inclusion systems within the school.  For example:

· Devising personal provision plans for pupils at all stages of the Code of Practice

· Scrutiny of tracking to highlight cohorts of pupils in need of specific interventions

· Audit of SEND register

· Completing Early Help documentation

· Statutory assessment applications and Early Years referrals

· Pastoral Support Programmes

· Neuro-developmental pathway
· Planning and Review meetings

4. Advising class teachers and classroom support staff on appropriate differentiation and devising and / or implementing personal provision plans for pupils receiving SEN Support or targeted small group interventions.
5. CPD for school staff including staff meetings and work shadowing opportunities in Central.

6. Development, delivery and evaluation of bespoke training for staff and parents. 

7. Knowsley Centre of Excellence for Dyslexia Accreditation.
8. Working with pupils awaiting an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) and those with an EHCP:

Supporting the pupils in class/withdrawal
