-To explore sound toys
-To use tools to build sandcastles e.g., spades
-To join in with activities using both hands, i.e pouring from one cup to another
-Transfer ice from different cups

Sensory
FL1 To develop an awareness of sound
· To respond to familiar rhymes or songs which are used within daily routines
· To explore objects and instruments to explore sound with adult support e.g., sound books related to the topic, environmental sounds (games for the interactive screen phonics phase 1), animal sounds, summer sounds such as splashing or the beach
· FL2 Develop awareness of touch
· To develop tolerance towards topic linked dry media and explore it for up to 5-7 minutes e.g., sand, grass,
